Students are encouraged to review the college's online list of Scholarship Opportunities and to conduct 
their own searches as well. In order to be considered for one of these awards, students should apply early 
and follow the application instructions provided by the awarding organization. Unless a scholarship 
specifically states that it is automatically awarded, scholarships are awarded competitively, and 
consideration does not guarantee that a scholarship will be approved. To ensure maximum consideration, 
it is imperative that students are knowledgeable of the specific requirements and deadlines associated 
with all scholarship programs.
